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The Stedelijk Museum and Pierre di Sciullo have reached a settlement on the finalization of the collaboration

After announcing earlier this year that the Stedelijk Museum and graphic designer Pierre di Sciullo do not intend to continue their collaboration, the parties have agreed on a mutually acceptable settlement on the finalization of the collaboration. 

At the beginning of March 2010, after careful and thorough consideration and with deepest respect for the designer, the Stedelijk Museum announced its intention to halt its collaboration with Pierre di Sciullo. This was the decision of Stedelijk Museum director Ann Goldstein, with the approval of the museum’s Supervisory Board. 

The process through which Pierre di Sciullo was commissioned began in 2006, when the museum was expected to reopen in 2009. By the time the appointment of new director Ann Goldstein in 2010 was disclosed, Pierre di Sciullo was already working on the museum’s visual identity, in a constructive and fruitful relationship with the museum. As the new director of the Stedelijk Museum, Ann Goldstein has a different vision of the museum’s new visual identity, and decided to end the cooperation.

The Stedelijk Museum wishes to emphasize that Pierre di Sciullo fulfilled his obligations with professionalism and in a very competent manner. A highly respected artist and designer, Pierre di Sciullo’s work is internationally renowned and comprises a valued part of the Stedelijk Museum’s collection. The Stedelijk would like to take this opportunity to acknowledge the work of Pierre di Sciullo, and to express its appreciation of the efforts of all those involved in the design process.  
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
